Examples of the synthesis of eastern and western cultures
in the northern Black Sea region
in the middle of the XVII century

Introduction. The theme of the combination of cultures, their
coexistence (ideally peaceful) is very relevant in today's dynamic
world, where the marginalization of cultures is becoming increasingly
popular. In the XVII century. Eastern and Western civilizations in the
northern Black Sea region enriched and saturated each other with new
customs and traditions, while leaving the backbone of its "ancient"
basis.

Relevance to issues. The research is devoted to examples of the
synthesis of elements of eastern and western cultures in the XVII
century. on the territory of the border area (Southern Ukraine, Northern
Black Sea Coast), where these cultures actually collided.

Purpose. To demonstrate on an example of existence in the XVII
century. as a phenomenon like "Khanska Ukraine" as two cultures
interacted on the territory of the South and the Northern Black Sea. To
show mutual influence, enrichment, coexistence on the one hand —
settled agricultural, Christian, "western" culture, and on the other -
nomadic, Muslim, "eastern".
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Methods. The chronological method was used in the research
(the actual material is presented in the chronological sequence,
separately emphasizing the peculiarities of coexistence and mixing of
crops at different stages of the development of the Northern Black Sea
Region); logical method (the phenomena of synthesis at each stage of
development are analyzed); synchronous and retrospective methods (in
concluding an attempt at simultaneous reflection of events in different
epochs, vision of ways to overcome problems); comparative analysis
has helped establish the connection between individual phenomena and
cultural traits as both mutually acquired and lost); statistical;
sociological, etc.

Results. Since ancient times, the Northern Black Sea has had
strong ties with the world, in particular, with the Cretan-Mycenaean
civilization. During the days of the resettlement of the peoples there
were destruction, destruction and assimilation. However, despite the
unfavorable conditions, settled life on the Black Sea coast was not
stopped. There was synthesis, mixing of different cultures, traditions,
customs. In the XVII century. traces the mutual influence of the eastern
and western cultural traditions.

Conclusions. Consequently, the mutual influence, borrowing
elements of traditions and customs of Eastern and Western cultures is
clearly represented in the history of the Northern Black Sea region of
the XVII century. This was reflected in the state system of "Khanska
Ukraine", when on the banks of the rivers lived settled Christian
population, and in the center, in the steppes were wounded hordes who
predominantly professed Islam. The header of the state — Hetman
elected by all the local population. Synthesis of cultures is reflected in
the language: many borrowings to this day exist in the languages of the
peoples that lived here. The combination of traditions and customs of
different cultures of Southern Ukraine make it unique, colorful, colorful
and vivid.
